
SH-8 Traffic Operations
Delay at Non-Signalized 
Intersections
Side street traffic at the following 
non-signalized SH-8 intersections are 
anticipated to experience significant 
delay:
• SH-8 & 3rd St./Lieuallen St.
• SH-8 & Styner Ave./White Ave.
• SH-8 & Mountain View Rd.

Most intersections on the SH-8 
corridor between the Washington/
Idaho border to Troy operate at 
an acceptable level of service 
(LOS). LOS is graded from A to 
F. Worsening LOS represents 
increased delays and wait times. 
By 2050 about a third of the study 
intersections will deteriorate to an 
unacceptable LOS.

Capacity at Signalized 
Intersections
SH-8 traffic demand is anticipated to 
exceed intersection capacity leading 
to significant delays for various 
turning movements at: 
• WA-270 & Airport Rd.
• SH-8 & Perimeter Dr./Farm Rd.
• SH-8 & Stadium Dr./Peterson Dr.
• SH-8 & Line St.
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
